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Ferret Fun Festival & Vaccination Clinic

On May 21, the Ferret Association of Connecticut will sponsor a Ferret Frolic in Wallingford, Connecticut.  A fun fest is a day for caretakers of domestic ferrets to gather, learn, and play interactive games with their pets.

Games will include tube races and “bowling pin” knockdowns.  Specialty rings give owners a taste of judging in formal ferret shows.  Ribbons are awarded to participants and owners learn about proper grooming and care.  Vendors offer specialty gifts for ferret lovers, and attendees have the chance to have their pet’s ears, nails, and teeth cleaned by an experienced shelter operator.

A highlight of this year’s event is a “For Ferrets Only” vaccination clinic provided by the East Hartford Animal Clinic. Says Ferret Association Board President Ann Gruden, “We’re excited to be offering a vaccine clinic at our 20th annual Frolic!  While many towns and pet stores have clinics for cats and dogs, it’s harder to find one that will provide low cost vaccinations for ferrets.  And it’s just as important that ferrets are vaccinated.”

A Silent Auction of pet and human prizes will go on throughout the day.  Proceeds from the event benefit the Ferret Association of Connecticut, a nonprofit humane organization dedicated to helping domestic ferrets.

The Ferret Frolic will be held at the Wallingford Grange Hall, 586 Center Street, Wallingford, CT.  Hours are 11 am to 4 pm.  Admission is $5 for adults, $1 for children under 12.  Ferret games are $1 per ferret per entry.  Specialty rings are $6 per ferret per ring.  Participating ferrets should have current vaccinations and be on secure leash or in small cage or pet taxi.
